Step 10: With the Gate closed, position Keeper and align with Latch Body (Fig. 5). Secure Keeper Q
Assembly to Gate with (2) Cable Ties and (2) Mounting Screws. The screw hole locations are
shown in Fig. 2.

Step 11: Final Adjustments
1. Check for proper operation. If any adjustments are needed, use the Horizontal
Adjustment Screw located in the Keeper (Fig. 6) (Use ONLY Hand Screwdriver.
DO NOT use a Powered Screwdriver), and / or the Vertical Adjustment holes
located in the Latch Mount (Fig. 2).
2. Secure the Latch using (1) Latch Adjustment Screw (Fig. 7).
